On a journey to find more about her own Marwari roots,
Vidhi found herself invited into the homes of several
women who wanted to talk to an outsider who wasn't
a part of their immediate community.

That is how
The Culture Trap came to be, a poet's account about the
lived experiences of women in the Marwari community in
Rajasthan.
